LITURGICAL SEASON: Pentecost was Jewish Holy Day observed 50 days after Passover. Now,
Pentecost Sunday is celebrated 50 days after Christ’s resurrection, celebrating the birth of the
Church, almost 2000 years ago by the will of the Father at the direction of Jesus through the
Holy Spirit. Today's color is red to symbolize the tongues of fire on the head of Jesus’ Disciples.

WORSHIP THEME: Jews from all over the known world gathered in Jerusalem for the annual
Pentecost celebration. What they were not expecting was Galilean Jews speaking in many native
tongues. What they heard was the language of Jesus' love. While we may never possess this
supernatural ability of the Holy Spirit, we can still speak to people the language of Jesus’ love in
ways that impact where they are in their lives today. This way we can show people the wonders
of God as they struggle in an unlovable world. Today’s sermon will show you how. Jesus’ love
will be put on Lisa Marie Barrett through the waters of Holy Baptism at the 9am service.

INVOCATION
P: In the Name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Spirit.
C: Amen.

P: Our Lord commanded Baptism, saying to His disciples in the last chapter of Matthew: "All
authority in heaven and on earth has been given to me. Therefore go and make disciples of all
nations, baptizing them in the Name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit and
teaching them to obey everything | have commanded you. And surely | will be with you always,
to the very end of the age.” The holy apostles of the Lord have written: “The promise is for you
and your children,” and "Baptism now saves you."

P: We also learn from the Word of God that we all are conceived and born sinful and so are in
need of forgiveness. We would be lost forever unless delivered from sin, death, and everlasting
condemnation. But the Father of all mercy and grace has sent His Son Jesus Christ, who atoned
for the sin of the whole world that whoever believes in Him shall not perish but have eternal life.

P: Lisa, receive the sign of the holy cross both upon your forehead and upon your heart to mark
you as one redeemed by Christ the crucified.

P: Hear how our Lord Jesus Christ has opened the kingdom of God in the waters of Baptism to
adults. From Acts Chapter 8 (NIV):

“The Holy Spirit told Philip was told to approach an Ethiopian eunuch who has reading from the
Scroll of Isaiah. He did not know what he was reading, so Philip instructed him in the faith.”

“As they traveled in the eunuch’s chariot, they came to some water and the eunuch said, ‘Look,
here is water. What can stand in the way of my being baptized?’ Philip said, ‘If you believe with
all your heart, you may.’ The eunuch answered, 'l believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God.” And
he gave orders to stop the chariot. Then both Philip and the eunuch went down into the water
and Philip baptized him.”

P: This is the Word of the Lord.
C: Thanks be to God.

P: It is your task as sponsor to confess with the whole Church the faith in our God, Father, Son
and Holy Spirit, in whose name Lisa is to be baptized.

After Lisa has been baptized you are to at all times to remember her in your prayers, put her in
mind of her Baptism, and as much as in you lies, give your counsel and aid. It is your task that
she continue in the true knowledge and worship of God and remember the Ten
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Commandments, the Creed, and the Lord’s Prayer; help her understand the Holy Scriptures,
encourage her in services of God’'s house and instruction in the Christian faith, partake of the
Sacrament of Christ's Body and Blood and thus, abiding in her baptismal grace and in
communion with the Church, Lisa may grow stronger in the faith, leading a more godly life to
the praise and honor of Jesus Christ.
